Accomplished/Fulfilled

m Acts 3:18 But the things which God
announced beforehand by the mouth of all
the prophets, that His Christ should suffer,
He has thus fulfilled.

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Repentance

m Luke 3:3 And he came into all the district
around the Jordan, preaching a baptism of
repentance for the forgiveness of sins;

m Luke 5:32 “I have not come to call the
righteous but sinners to repentance.”

m Luke 15:7 “I tell you that in the same way,
there will be more joy in heaven over one
sinner who repents, than over ninety-nine
righteous persons who need no repentance.”
