m Numbers 35:14, 15

You shall give three cities across the Jordan
and three cities in the land of Canaan; they
are to be cities of refuge. These six cities
shall be for refuge for the sons of Israel, and
for the alien and for the sojourner among
them; that anyone who kills a person
unintentionally may flee there.

God ordains a civil system of justice

m Numbers 35:30, 31

If anyone kills a person, the murderer shall
be put to death at the evidence of witnesses,
but no person shall be put to death on the
testimony of one witness. Moreover, you
shall not take ransom for the life of a
murderer who is guilty of death, but he shall
surely be put to death.
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God ordains a civil system of justice
m Romans 13:3, 4

For rulers are not a cause of fear for good
behavior, but for evil. Do you want to have
no fear of authority? Do what is good and
you will have praise from the same; for it is a
minister of God to you for good. But if you do
what is evil, be afraid; for it does not bear the
sword for nothing; for it is a minister of God,
an avenger who brings wrath on the one
who practices evil.

Vengeance and heart attitudes
m Leviticus 19:16b-18

... you are not to act against the life of your
neighbor; | am the LORD. You shall not hate
your fellow countryman in your heart; you
may surely reprove your neighbor, but shall
not incur sin because of him. You shall not
take vengeance, nor bear any grudge
against the sons of your people, but you shall
love your neighbor as yourself; | am the
LORD.

Cain and Abel

m Genesis 4:4, 5

Abel, on his part also brought of the firstlings
of his flock and of their fat portions. And the
Lord had regard for Abel and for his offering;
but for Cain and for his offering He had no
regard. So Cain became very angry and his
countenance fell.

m Genesis 4:6, 7
