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Jesus Sustains All Things

Colossians 1:17 He is before all things, and in
Him all things hold together.

1. Before all things: John 8:58 (Yahweh)
« Arius (there was a time when he was not)
. Logically necessary: Law of Causality

2. Hold together: There is no such force as
chance!
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[ Jesus: Firstborn From The Dead

Colossians 1:18 He is also head of the body,
the church; and He is the beginning, the
firstborn from the dead, so that He Himself
will come to have first place in everything.

+ Head of the body: 1% Corinthians 12:12-27

< Beginning/firstborn = Creator/Savior

< Firstborn from the dead = Preeminent

1. Jesus the first to have a glorified body!
